4. Always unplug heater by removing the plug end from the outlet when not in use.

5. Do not operate any heater with a damaged cord or plug or afler the heater
malfunclions, has been dropped ordamaged in any manner. Retumn heatar to

authorized service facility for examination, electrical or mechanical adjustment,

7. Use your heater anly in dry enviranments, This heater is not intended for use in
bathreoms, laundry areas and similar indoor Iocations. Never locale heater where it
maly fall into bathiub or other water container. Do nol use your heater outdoors. Do niot
Lise near sinks, swimming pools, or other damp areas such as flooded basemenis,
garages, elc. or anyplace where the heater could coms in contact with water.

8. Donot run cord under carpeting. Do not cover cord with throw MUgs, nenners, or similar
coverings. Arrange cord away from fraffic area and where it will not be tripped over,

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PRE-OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS :

1. Carefully remove your heater from box. (Please SAVE the Bowx for off
season slorage.
2. Altach the handle using knobs provided.
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3. Make sure the heater is swilched OFF befora plugging the heater into the
outlet. Connect to properly grounded outlats only. Note: The power cord
has a polarized plug (with one blade wider than the other) that will anly fit
ina polarized outllet one way. If it does not insert easily try revarsing the
plug. Ifit still does not fit contact your electrician to replace your outlet. DO
NOT defeat the safety purpose of the polarized plug.

4. Place heater only on a firm level surface, free from obstructions and at
least 3 fl, away from any wall or other objects such as curiains, plants, etc.

5. Avoid overloading vour circuit by not using ather high wattage appliances
in the same outlet.

HOW TO USE YOUR HEATER

1. Completely uncoil the cord and plug heater directly into a 110~120 Vot
grounded AC wall outlet. Be sure the plug fits tightly. A loose fit will cause
overheating and damage the plug. Plug and cord may feel warm during
normal usage. Avoid extension cords. (See # 14)

2. Choose your Power Setting:
High, Low, OFF. Use the HIGH sefting o warm the room quickly,
After your comfort level has been achioved you may want to switch to the
LOW setting to conserve electricity,



3. Thermostat: Turn to highest setting until room ks comfortable. Then slowly
rotate the knob counter clockwise (left) until the heater cycles OFF. Al this
SET POINT the hester will cycle On and Off to maintain this comfort level,

« Check your circuit breaker of fuse for proper operation.

e Check for obstructions. Unplug the heater for 30 minutes, clear any
obstructions and restart the heater.

« Do MOT expect the heating coils to glow. A tintof orange may be
noticeable in places on the element away froom the main air flow.

CLEANING AND STORAGE

Dust, dirt, pet hair, etc can all diminish your heaters parfarmance and can lead

to unwantad odors. For best performance clean your heater frequently. at least

once per season. ALWAYS TURMN OFF AMD UNPLUG THE HEATER

BEFORE CLEANING.

« Use a dry cloth to clean only external surfaces of the heater.

e A vacuum with soft brush may used to clean louverad aress.

s Repack the heater in its original carton and store it in dry place.
